________________ completed the Sensory Profile Caregiver Questionnaire.  This is a 125 item rating form which asks the caregiver to rate their child’s response in various situations.  Performance is then scored as “typical performance” (top 84% of the population), “probable difference” (2%-16%), or “definite difference” (lowest 2%).  Typical performance indicates functional sensory processing, probable and definite differences indicate dysfunction.  The results are as follows:
